Septemberds | unch s pe askaguablysbest knowh for e@lang Megklembard- a d d
County's participation in the 283 program of cooperating with Immigration and Customs Enforcement, which
authorizes Homeland Security to deputize local officials to enforce federal immigration law.

The LWVUS immigration position coincides with the Sheriff's stance: The League supports cities,
towns, counties and states that make a decision not to cooperate with federal deportation and enforce-
ment actions that include nogriminal undocumented immigrants. The LWVUS position also states:
"While policy reforms, including a path to legal status, remain unachieved, the League does not sup-
port deporting unauthorized immigrants who have no history of criminal activity."
